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Kith and Kin Care Agreements

Kith and kin care agreements put children who are at risk into the care of friends or relatives.
They keep children out of foster care and close to Aboriginal culture and traditions. These
agreements are also sometimes called kinship agreements.

If your child has been removed or is going to be removed from your home by the Ministry of
Children and Family Development, you can ask the ministry social worker to place your child in
the care of a family member or friend.
